● Floor duties – sweep, mop, wash floors, hallways and stairs
● Empty trash cans, recycling and other waste containers
● Wash windows and doors at entrance and exit areas
● Dust furnishings (lights, window sills, and air vents)
● Other maintenance duties and required
● Periodic high dusting of lights and air vents
